
Development of what eventually be-
came known as the Tiger Ausf. E. was
initiated on the 26th May 1941- The Ger-
man command had been rmpressed by
the reporls ol the armour of lhe Bfll-
ish Matalda and the French tanks and
wanted a heavrer lan k lha n the Pz. Kplw
lV to spearhead their attacks.
Whilst various medium and heavy tanks
had been under development in Ger-
many since 1937. no rmmediate plans

were in hand to supersede or augmenl
the Pz.Kptw lll and lV owrng to the sat-
rslac on lelt with lhem. However. with-
in a week of the invasion.of Bussia on
the 22nd June 1941. the German f orces
came into contact with the soviet Medi-
um T. 34 and heavy KV. I tanks. Both
Russian tanks out-classed anylhing the
Germans had. and it was this fact which

gave the rmpelLrS lo rmplementing the
development of the heavier tank.
The demand was for a tank mounting a
gun capable of penetraling '100mm (ap-
rox. 4) of armour plate at 1500 metres
(1640 yards); this tank. in accordance
with current German practise, to have
lrontal armour capable of wiihstanding
attack by a similar weapon. The gu n ad-
vocaled wds an adaptat on of the h,ghly
successful 8.8 cm Flak 36, but the Ord-
nance Depanment were rn favour o, a
smaller calibre weapon of either 6cm
or 7.5cm. By utilizing a smaller calibre
gun. lhe tolal siTe and therefore the
weight, of the projected vehicle could
be lower. Whilsl the performance of the
8.8cmFlak 36 was lown, the smaller
calibre gun still had to be developed.
The argurnents in favour ol the smaller
tank were so self-evident, however, that
t was decrded to tssue two separate
specificalrons. The one g,ven tü
Hensh.el desrgnaled VK 3601 (VK-Voll-
kettenkraftfahrzeug - fully tracked mo-
tor vehicle) being for a 36/40 ton tank to
be drmed w,th the tapered borc r,,7psp-
on 0725. The one grven lo Porsc he wds
for a 45 ton tank to be armed wtth the
8.8cm KwK and was designated vK.
450'. Separate turrets Ior both designs

were ordered from Krupp.
Because of the shortage of tungsten
cteel essFntial for taper bore gLns. it
was decided to slop a I production of
guns ol this type including the 0725.
and a total of only seven VK 3601 proto-
types were produced. the tasl of lt^ese
appearing in April 1942.
ln order lo enable Henschel to produce

a lank with the requisite lire power, it
was decided to utilise the gun and tur
ret developed by Kru pp for the VK 4501
on the VK 3601 as well. The sides and
rear of this turret were formed from a
single plate of armour 82mm lhick bent
round into the shape of a horseshoe, and
had a ring diameter o, 18scm. As the VK
3601 had a ring diameter of 165cm,
Henschel had to alter their chassis. This
was done by widening the hull above
the tracks, thus changing the section
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' om d re, ianqJ dr 'orm to a T slan..
Because of the chassis alteralrons the
heav er gun and heavier turret ihe
we ght ol the veh cle was increased
considerably and the designation was
l'1e-eror6 ( hanqed lo VK 450t (Hl Tr s
new Projected vehicle had the same
main components, transmiss on linal
d r ve. road wheels. as developed lor the
vK 3601.

ond version was never built.
By the rniddle of 1941 Henschel had

prepared for a production of 60 veh
c es. but even before a prototype was
finrst.o lhFy fad tn.redsed lh.rr p'c-
parat ons to cover a further 1300. The
first prototypes underwent trials on the
20th April 1942 The resu lts of these and
subsequent trias were supposed 1o
have shown that the Henschel vehicle
was super or to the Porsche. and thus
p.oduct,o'l orders L^/ere plac.d'or rl.
Tl_e Porsch- !Fhir lp known co,loqu
a ly \i/rthin thc 'rm ac I,ge' drsap-
peared as a battle tank, although lhe 90
aiready oroercd ano LTdpr Lon\lruL-
t on were eventua ly adapted as lhe
Panz(r Jaegpr I lpldnt.

L,or ol ll_e Pz.Kplw 450-(H) rorrmpnc-
ed n August 1942 with lwelve units a
month By November T 942 the rate had
reauhed 25 Ln ls per mont'l and a max.

ed in April 1944. Production ceased in

August 1944 after a total ot 1355 had
been produced nclud ing prototype.
Thc off cial designation of the tank be-
came Pz-Kplw' Tiger 'Ausf. E n Febru
aty 1944.

vehicle was reduced. the outer wheel ol
each set of three tracks being removed.
narrow tracks I tted. outer port ons of
front and rear mud flaps hinged up-
wards, and side mud guard removed.

not many brdges were otficially cap-
able of carry ng the r welght. The or gi'
nal spec f cation therefore ncluded
equipment to enab e thera to submerge
up to d epths of approximately 4 metres
However. the tank crews were very re-
lL ( tanl lo go Jrder t're watar ard ll_ere
is no evidence 1o prove th s faci rty was
ever used n act on.

From 1935 lo February 1943, German
military vehicles for use in Africa were
uniformly painted dark yellow with
camoullage ol redclish brown or dark
green on Panzer grey background.
while those for lrse in Europe were paint
ed Panzer grey overall. ln 1942, the cam,
ouflages for the African lront were uni
lied to a reddish brown on a clark yel
low background. ln the wlnter ol the
Btrssian Jronl. mall while was used. On
February 18 of 1943, only dark yellow
oflicrally began to be used for overall
painting and aJlerwards dark green and
reddish brown were lreely painted for
camouflage. However, tanks painted
plarn Panzer grey coLrld be seen al the
end of World War ll due to a shorlage
of painl because so many factories
had been bombed.
