Parts are included to enable
different poses, and multiple kits can be used
to recreate all the variations. Furthermore,
accessories such as helmets with camoufiage
belt, infantry weapons, and personal equipment
are all sharply detailed.
(Uniform) The M38 field uniform, featuring a
jacket with a green collar and the distinctrvely-
shapad M35 helmet, was used by the German
army at the start of WWIL However, the Y-type
suspenders had not yet been issusd to all
units at the time of the French Campaign.
